Restaurants in downtown Willemstad:
(These are all walking distance of the Renaissance on the Otrobanda side):
· The Greenhouse West End/Elevations – awesome views, great food, great gelato place on the first floor of that building called Gio's, too. 
· Burgr Haus 
· Maira's Kitchen (local cuisine) 
· Swinging Old Lady Brewery
· Tandoori Heights (if they like Indian food) 
 
Across the Queen Emma Floating Bridge in the Punda/Pietermaii area:
· Kome (American owned – great food and atmosphere)
· Café George
· Mosa Cana
· Serafina
· Maya Taqueria
· Soi95
· St. Tropez is a boutique hotel on the water that has a bar/restaurant with amazing views for sunset so nice to stop for a drink or appetizer but dinner here is not my favorite. They do have great apps though.  
 
Outside of Willemstad:
Brisa do Mar (great local spot on the water – particularly good on Friday nights with live music but will need a reservation) – they have an "espetada night" which are coal fired meats, chicken or shrimp they serve with salad and Portuguese bread. One of the best places for lobster or whole red snapper. Some great local dishes, too!
 
Villa Vis (this is one of my favorites and everyone we have brought here asks to go back). It is essentially a fresh fish market type restaurant where you go up and order fish by the gram and they cook it to order. Very casual, picnic table type vibe but super delicious food. 
 
For breakfast/coffee specifically:
· House of Stroop (in Kura Hulanda Village)
· BijBlauw
· Reina Café
· Van Gogh 
· Number Ten (driving) – favorite coffee shop and delicious food though that is worth going to! They are only open during the week, though. 
· De Dames (driving)
 
Activities:
· I would rent a car at least one day and go out west to see any/all of these beaches (get there early especially if cruises are in town)
· Cas Abao
· Grote Knip
· Porto Mari
· Playa Kalki
 
There are a couple of great local restaurants out west – one called Restaurant Playa Forti where people cliff jump (the views are spectacular!) and one called Jaanchies which is the oldest restaurant on the island. They can get some really authentic cuisine including iguana soup here if they are adventurous! Porto Mari also has a really good restaurant at the beach including great bbq from the big green egg. 
 
Hiking and other such things (they will need a car to get to these):
There is a mountain called Mount Christofel they can hike if they are semi-avid hikers. I would say it is moderately difficult on the difficulty scale (they would need a car and must go early, though, as it gets very hot and they stop admitting people at 10am I believe). 
 
Hofi Mango is a really nice nature area with hiking trials and there is also a restaurant. They also just opened a zip line here which is fun to watch even if not participating.
 
Shete Boka is a super cool spot on the north west side of the island that has hiking trails, amazing views of waves crashing into rock formations, etc. It is natural and very beautiful.  
 
Downtown, definitely walk around both Punda and otrobanda and explore Kura Hulanda village – there is a cultural museum in there and a lot of nice shops with local art, etc., as well as a cool restaurant that only serves lionfish (lunch only). They hunt them and cook them on site (they are an invasive species so control is necessary). The Rif Fort is an old fort right outside of the Renaissance that they will have regular access to. The restaurants in there are good, but on the pricier end because that area is geared towards cruise ship passengers. There is another fort area across the Queen Emma floating bridge that has a few restaurants including Perla Del Mar and Dal Toro, both of which are on the water and have very good food – just a little more touristey than the ones listed above. 
 
D&D Car rental is a great vendor on the island but I would imagine the Renaissance has some options if they decide to rent last minute.
